Being located on the former

Court Road Depot in Barry, this site
has undergone a significant transfor-
mation, featuring a new building de-
signed to accommodate 60 pupils aged
11-16. Morgan Sindall and Local supply
chain developed this school which
caters to the needs of students requir-
ing a more specialised approach to
teaching. This £8.135 million pound
ALN school opened the doors to pupils
in July 2023.

Externally, the facility boasts a Multi-
Use Games Area (MUGA), a dedicated
habitat area, and external workshops
that facilitate teaching and learning in
areas such as Design and Technology,
Mechanics, and Construction.

These external features complement
the impressive internal facilities, which
include a food technology room, fit-
ness centre, and a music recording
studio, plus specialised rooms have
been incorporated including a range of
one-to-one rooms and breakout areas,
collectively contributing to an enrich-
ing educational experience.
