We provide courses for adults and young people in a variety of subjects, some of which are accredited. Subjects 
include ICT training including introductory courses, art and craft, complementary health, European languages, Welsh 
for adults, music, dance, history, literature and general interest. 14-16 yr olds can access adult education courses if 
accompanied by an adult. 16-25 yr olds are welcome unaccompanied. If you are in full time work the cost of a 10 
week course is £60.
