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Do you look after someone else's child?

If you look after a child who is living with you and who is not a close
relative then you may be a private foster carer. You don't have to
be paid to be a private foster carer. The law says that you (or the
child's parent) has to tell your local council about the arrangement.
Social services have to visit you, offer you support and promote the
child's welfare.

You should do this 6 weeks before the arrangement starts - if you
couldn't, for example if it was an emergency, then tell us soon as
you can. The law gives you just 48 hours.

It's ok to look after someone for a short time, for example to help a
friend recover from illness or look after your child's friend for a
holiday. You have to look after someone for at least 28 days in a
year for it to be private fostering.

If this applies to you, or to someone you know such as a neighbour
or friend, please contact us and ask for advice.



Why do people foster children privately?

Here are some of the most common reasons:

. Parents may send children to this country for education.

. Children may want to stay in the same school when their
parents move.

. Children may need help because of a family breakdown.
. Teenagers may wish to live with their boyfriend or girlfriend.

. People who work anti-social hours may need help looking
after their children.

How old do the children have to be before | don't have to tell
you?

16, or 18 if they have a disability.

What do you mean by 'a close relative'?

A parent, grandparent, brother, sister, uncle, aunt or step-parent.
So, for example, a cousin looking after a child would be a private
foster carer. Someone with legal parental responsibility for the child
would not be a private foster carer.



What will you do after I've told you?
We will:

. give you support and advice

. make sure you have all the information you need and we have
all the information we need

. check that you and other members of your household are
suitable to look after the child - this will include a health check
and a criminal records bureau check

. check that your home is safe

. Visit you and the child regularly to make sure that all is going
well

What will happen if | don't pass all the checks?

We must decide if the arrangements are in the best interests of the
child. This doesn't mean they have to be perfect, but we can stop
the placement if we consider it isn't in the child's best interests.

We might ask you to do certain things, for example to make sure
the child stays in touch with his or her parents or to make sure the
child's cultural needs are met. You might not agree with our views,
and if so you could appeal to a magistrates' court.

What will happen if | don't tell you?

. You miss out on our help and support

. You would be breaking the law. You could be prosecuted and
fined.

Mae'n dderbyniol gofalu am rhywun am gyfnod byr, er enghraifft i
helpu ffrind i wella ar 61 salwch neu ofalu am ffrind eich plentyn yn
ystod gwyliau. Mae'n rhaid i chi ofalu am rhywun am o leiaf 28
diwrnod mewn blwyddyn iddo gael ei ystyried yn faethu preifat.
