The PYP project is a Vale wide provision funded by WG Families First grant & works in close partnership with
Flying Start & Cardiff & Vale College. It provides formal term time education to pregnant teenagers and young
mothers aged up to 19 years in Essential Skills from Entry Level to Level 3 qualifications. In addition a range of
evidence based parenting programmes and wider relevant support, advice and guidance is also available either
on a 1:1 or group basis.

There is an on-site créche facility available for babies aged 6 weeks and above. Transport is provided across
Barry.

The project staff consists of a Co-ordinator, Midwife, Young Parent Support Workers, Early Years Practitioner and
a créche team. We are able to offer ante natal care, individual mentoring & support on an individual basis both at
the project and within the home environment 52 weeks a year
