The 
CSC project had been described as a ‘catalytic’ project around the cluster; future 
focus should shift and evolve to skills in the sector.  Even though productivity 
growth had been relatively modest SQW reinforced that the City Deal approach 
to clusters, innovation readiness and productivity focus was the right approach.
