16. Winter Service – 
Proposed Change to 
Strategic Salting Route 
No.3 & Towable Bunce 
Route 

The Winter Service is a statutory function provided by 
the Council, the scheduled salting routes of the highway 
network ensures the safe movement of traffic on pre-
defined routes and keep delays and accidents caused 
by adverse weather conditions to a minimum. 
 
Strategic Route No.3 currently includes the concrete 
viaduct and bridge over the River Ely at Leckwith, 
however, there is a reduced weight limit on the bridge of 
7.5 ton, with special dispensation for public & 
emergency vehicles up to 11 ton. The council’s salting 
vehicle has a gross weight of 26 ton and therefore 
ineligible to travel over this section of the route. It is 
therefore proposed to undertake the salting treatment of 
the bridge with the towable bunce as this combined with 
the 4x4 towing vehicle is within the permitted weight for 
the viaduct and bridge.
