To update Cabinet on proposals to introduce active travel improvements in 
the Windsor Road / Plassey Street area of Penarth.

Policy Framework: This report is a matter for executive decision by cabinet. 
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Executive Summary: 
 
The Council has circa £1.26M remaining from the Penarth Heights development S106 monies to carry 
out sustainable transport infrastructure improvements of which circa £1.1M has to be spent by February 
2020. 
 
A detailed consultation on four potential options identified in the report to improve the Windsor Road / 
Plassey Street roundabout junction was undertaken from Monday 14th May 2018 to Monday 9th July 
2018. 
 
All the options considered Active Travel requirements to promote walking and cycling with the outcome 
of the consultation process detailed in a report entitled ‘Penarth Heights Highways and Sustainable 
Transport’ in Appendix A. 
 
Following a review of the Penarth Heights Highways and Sustainable Transport consultation, it clearly 
identified an overwhelming majority of respondents considered Option 1 as the preferred scheme. It is 
therefore proposed to progress implementation of Option 1 with Active Travel enhancements along 
Plassey Street to recognise the Project Boards aspirations. 
 
The total cost of implementing Option 1 is currently estimated at £870k subject to further site and 
ground investigation works and completion of a detailed design phase funded by S106 monies from the 
Penarth Heights development. 
 
Any outstanding S106 sustainable transport contribution monies will be used to undertake minor 
footway and bus stop improvement schemes or other schemes that encourage and promote more 
walking and cycling movements. 
 
This report therefore seeks to obtain approval of Cabinet to progress the implementation of Option 1, 
the re-aligned roundabout junction at Windsor Road and Plassey Street junction as being the preferred 
option following the public consultation exercise undertaken from Monday 14th May 2018 to Monday 
9th July 2018. 
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1. Recommendation 
1.1 That Cabinet notes the contents of this report and the consultation report 

entitled 'Penarth heights Highways and Sustainable Transport; attached at 
Appendix A. 

1.2 That Cabinet approves the implementation of Option 1 as described in this 
report, including improvements to Plassey Street, subject to final detailed design. 

1.3 That Cabinet approves the use of monies from the S106 agreement between the 
Council and the Developer of the Penarth Heights development to implement 
Option 1. 

2. Reasons for Recommendations 
2.1 For information. 

2.2 To obtain approval to progress with Option 1 as described in the report. 

2.3 To ensure sufficient funds area available for the proposal to be progressed. 

3. Background 
3.1 The Council has received £1.47M via a S106 agreement with the Developer of the 

Penarth Heights development (planning reference 2007/00295/FUL) for 
sustainable transport. In addition, the Council has received £275k towards off-
site highway works. Numerous schemes have been implemented to date using 
these contributions, including works to the Windsor Road/Pill Street junction; the 
implementation of the woodland footpath and steps from Paget Road to Penarth 
Marina; a lighting scheme for the Zig-Zag path; cycle parking at key destinations 
in Penarth; improvements to the entranceway to Cogan Primary School, and the 
funding of public transport. There remains circa £1.26M in total, of which circa 
£1.1M has to be spent by February 2020. 
 

3.2 The S106 agreement requires the sustainable transport contribution to be spent 
on ‘information, facilities or infrastructure which provides or improves access for 
pedestrians, cyclists, public transport users, taxis or car sharers in the vicinity of 
the site’. 
 

3.3 The S106 agreement requires the highway contribution to be spent on feasibility, 
design and construction works, and suggests upgrading the road junction of 
Windsor Road and Plassey Street as an option for the contribution. 
 

3.4 To manage the project and spend of the S106 contributions effectively and in 
accordance with the Council’s Project Management Toolkit, a Project Board has 
been established. This Board has determined that the key objective of the 
project is to improve pedestrian and cyclist movements at Windsor Road/Plassey 
Street junction, and to create an attractive 'Gateway' entrance into the town. 
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3.5 As a consequence, several feasibility design options were prepared to consider 
the most advantageous scheme to deliver this objective. All the options prepared 
give full consideration to the Council’s statutory duty under Active Travel (Wales) 
Act 2013 to promote and facilitate walking and cycling as an alternative means to 
motorised transport. 
 

3.6 The Council undertook a detailed consultation from Monday 14th May 2018 to 
Monday 9th July 2018 to ascertain residents’ views on four potential options to 
improve the Windsor Road / Plassey Street roundabout junction. Full details of 
the consultation and its conclusions are presented in the report entitled ‘Penarth 
Heights Highways and Sustainable Transport’ attached at Appendix A. 
 

3.7 The Windsor Road / Plassey Street roundabout junction was identified in the 
Transport Assessment submitted with the planning application for the Penarth 
Heights development. It recommends links between the development site, the 
Penarth Leisure Centre, the Dingle Park, and Cogan Train Station, particularly for 
pedestrians and cyclists. 

4. Key Issues for Consideration 
4.1 Plassey Street is a typical residential terraced street with heavy on street parking, 

both sides of the road. It has a reasonably steep gradient between the 
roundabout junction with Windsor Road at its southern end northwards to its 
junction with High Street. The carriageway is some 9 metres wide and 
accommodates advisory cycle lanes to both side of the road between the existing 
on-street parking bays provided and the running carriageway for vehicular traffic. 
 

4.2 There is no recent traffic survey data available for Plassey Street; however, a 
review of the personal injury collision data in the vicinity of the Experimental 
One-way Traffic Order over the most recent three year period from June 2015 to 
June 2018, reveals six road traffic collisions involving personal injury. Of these 
injury collisions two were serious and four were slight. The contributory factor 
identified in four of these collisions (three slight and one serious) was driver 
error where the driver failed to look properly before manoeuvring. The 
contributory factor for the remaining slight collisions was identified as driver 
illness or disability whilst the serious collision was associated with an emergency 
vehicle on call and negligent action to open the vehicle door. There were no 
recorded personal injury collisions within the latest three year period involving 
pedestrian(s) or cyclist(s). 
 

4.3 The four consultation options presented to residents and the wider public as part 
of the consultation exercise documented in Appendix A are as described below. 
 
Option 1: Re-aligned roundabout junction: 
 

4.4 This option improves the existing roundabout junction by enlarging the central 
island to reduce the speed of vehicles through the junction and incorporates 
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Toucan Crossings on Windsor Road and Plassey Street to enhance safety and 
convenience for pedestrians and cyclists. This option would require land from 
The Dingle park to accommodate the enlarged central roundabout island and 
circulatory carriageway resulting in the removal of some trees. Refer to layout 
plan at Appendix B. 
 
Option 2: One Way System - Plassey Street: 
 

4.5 This option proposes to remove the roundabout and introduce a simple 
uncontrolled junction arrangement permitting one-way traffic flows eastbound 
along Plassey Street to its junction with High Street. A short section of one-way 
traffic is also proposed on High Street between Ludlow Street and Windsor Road 
to simplify turning movements at the High Street and Windsor Road ‘T’ junction. 
Traffic is able to use Plassey Street or Windsor Road to access Penarth Town 
Centre or Windsor Road to exit Penarth via Barons Court traffic signal junction. A 
Toucan Crossing is proposed on Windsor Road immediately east of the simplified 
junction with Plassey Street to enhance safety and convenience for pedestrians 
and cyclists. This option would enable enhanced cycle facilities to be provided 
along Plassey Street over the length of the proposed one-way system. Refer to 
layout plan at Appendix C. 
 
Option 3: A give-way junction: 
 

4.6 This option removes the roundabout in favour of a ‘T’ junction or major / minor 
priority road junction with primary traffic flows along Windsor Road. This 
arrangement could prove detrimental to traffic exiting Plassey Street which 
would need to wait at the give-way line until a safe and adequate gap in traffic 
on the primary route traffic was available before exiting the junction. The 
proposal incorporates a Toucan crossing on Plassey Street and Windsor Road to 
enhance safety and convenience for pedestrians and cyclists. Parking bays would 
be introduced to mitigate loss parking for Hill Terrace. Refer to layout plan at 
Appendix D. 
 
Option 4: Complete one way system: 
 

4.7 This option would see a complete one way system in place on Windsor Road 
from the junction with High Street, travelling north towards Cogan, and travelling 
south from Cogan along Plassey Street up to the junction with High Street. There 
would be a right turn lane allowing vehicles travelling from Penarth Town Centre 
on Windsor Road, to turn right in to Plassey Street. All movements would resume 
to two way at the junction of High Street heading south towards the town 
centre. This option also includes a Toucan crossing on Plassey Street and Windsor 
Road with improved segregated cycle lane facilities on both Windsor Road and 
Plassey Street. Refer to layout plan at Appendix E. 
 

4.8 The consultation report entitled ‘Penarth Heights Highways and Sustainable 
Transport’ attached in Appendix A details the responses to the survey work 
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undertaken as part of the consultation process. Whilst a high number of 
respondents who completed the survey indicated a preference for Option 1, the 
Project Board, having regard to the Council’s significant statutory duty in relation 
to Active Travel legislation and the national policy agenda, considered that an 
option which would have the potential to encourage and promote more walking 
and cycling movements, would be desirable under the circumstances. 
 

4.9 For this reason, the Project Board having fully considered all comments received 
throughout the whole of the consultation and whilst acknowledging the outcome 
of the consultation results, had determined that Option 2 be trialled, excluding 
the 20mph speed limit which was raised as a significant concern within the 
consultation. This was to allow the concept of a partial one-way system to be 
tested, as concerns raised in response to any form of one way system within the 
consultation are speculative. It was considered that the experiment or trial One-
Way system would enable further detailed consideration and assessment of the 
scheme’s merits and potential impacts on road traffic, prior to a final decision 
being made on implementing any permanent Road Traffic Order, and prior to any 
permanent infrastructure works being undertaken. 
 

4.10 A Cabinet report entitled 'Plassey Street, Penarth – Proposed Experimental One 
Way Traffic Regulation Order' was therefore prepared to obtain the necessary 
approval for the making of the Experimental One-Way Traffic Regulation Order 
along part of Plassey Street and High Street in Penarth as part of the Option 2 
proposal and this was due to be considered by Cabinet on 7th January 2019. 
However, the Cabinet Member for Neighbourhood Services and Transport 
deferred this report on the strength of local feeling associated with the option 
being proposed and concerns raised by the Members who did not feel they had 
been suitably consulted.  The proposal was therefore not considered by Cabinet.  
 

4.11 The Cabinet Member for Neighbourhood Services and Transport and the Director 
of Environment and Housing met with local Ward Members to seek their views 
on the various options proposed.  A further review was also undertaken of the 
consultation responses received.  It was determined on balance that Option 2 
should not be taken forward as the preferred option. 
 

4.12 As a consequence, the Council further reviewed the outcome of the detailed 
Penarth Heights Highways and Sustainable Transport consultation which was 
undertaken from Monday 14th May 2018 to Monday 9th July 2018 to ascertain 
community views on all options presented. This consultation clearly identified an 
overwhelming majority of respondents considered Option 1, the re-aligned 
roundabout junction at Windsor Road and Plassey Street junction as being the 
preferred option. 
 

4.13 It is therefore now proposed to progress implementation of Option 1, which 
enhances the current roundabout and gateway route into Penarth whilst 
incorporating safe facilities for cyclists and pedestrians to encourage active travel 
within the area, utilising S106 sustainable transport contribution from the 
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Penarth Heights development. To address the Project Boards aspirations along 
Plassey Street in terms of Active Travel legislation, it is intended to consider as 
part of the detailed design for Option 1 improvements to cycle facilities along 
Plassey Street, together with tree planting to further enhance the street scene 
wherever this may be practicable. The works along Plassey Street will specifically 
exclude any 20mph speed limit which was raised as a significant concern within 
the Penarth Heights consultation. 
 

4.14 Option 1 with Active Travel enhancements along Plassey Street would need to be 
progressed promptly to detailed design to ensure that the necessary S106 
funding from the Penarth Heights development is fully committed prior to 
February 2020. 
 

4.15 Any outstanding S106 sustainable transport contribution monies will be allocated 
to undertake minor footway and bus stop improvement schemes throughout the 
local area in accordance with the terms of the S106 agreement or any other 
schemes that significantly promote and fit in with the Council's Active Travel 
agenda to encourage and promote more walking and cycling movements. 

5. How do proposals evidence the Five Ways of Working and contribute 
to our Well-being Objectives? 

5.1 The proposals in this report will enable the Council to continue to work towards 
the Well-being Outcome, An Active and Healthy Vale and in particular work being 
undertaken to deliver our objective 'encouraging and promoting active and 
healthy lifestyles' by implementing schemes which encourage, promote and 
support walking and cycling in local communities. 
 

5.2 The Well-being objectives identified above are fully compatible with the Council's 
corporate well-being goals and their objectives. 
 

5.3 The proposals also assist the Council in achieving its Well-being Outcome, An 
Environmentally Responsible and Prosperous Wales by increasing opportunities 
for safe walking and cycling within communities and thereby assisting to meet 
objectives of 'promoting regeneration, economic growth and employment'. 
 

5.4 The promotion of walking and cycling contributes towards the prevention 
agenda by assisting in improving accessibility, road safety and air quality thereby 
preventing or reducing risk of harm to residents in the local community. It also 
balances short term and more longer term needs to promote walking and cycling 
whilst also contributing to the longer term policy agenda of the Council to 
reducing congestion. 
 

5.5 The detailed public consultation carried out by the Council from Monday 14th 
May 2018 to Monday 9th July 2018 on potential options to improve the Windsor 
Road / Plassey Street roundabout junction contributes and delivers on the 
collaboration and involvement agenda by engaging with the community and 
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other stakeholders to ensure that the Council can successfully continue to work 
towards the delivery of its identified Well-being Objectives. 
 

6. Resources and Legal Considerations 
Financial  

6.1 The total cost of implementing Option 1 is currently estimated at £870k including 
professional fees, however, this is subject to further site and ground 
investigation works and completion of detailed design phase. The total cost of 
implementation Option 1 together with any improvements to Plassey Street will 
be fully funded from the S106 monies provided from the Penarth Heights 
development. 
 

Employment  

6.2 The detailed design and procurement for the proposed works will be carried out 
in-house by the Council's professional engineering officers in the Design and 
Construction team within Neighbourhood Services and Transport. 
 

6.3 It is proposed to procure an experienced Principal Contractor to carry out the 
necessary construction phase of the works through the proposed new South East 
Wales Highways Framework agreement which is managed by Cardiff City Council. 
 

6.4 Any external procurement contract will specify the use of local resources for 
implementation as far as reasonably practicable. 

 
 

Legal (Including Equalities) 

6.5 The Council as Highway Authority has a responsibility to improve the safety of 
the highway user and may be found to be negligent if it does not meet its 
statutory obligations under the Highways Act 1980 and the Road Traffic Act 1988. 
 

6.6 There are no Human Rights Implications with regard to this report. 
 

6.7 Improvements to highway safety benefit all sectors of the community. 
 

6.8 Any signage associated with future works in this location will comply with the 
requirements of the Council's Welsh Language Scheme.
